1. Marcia Hunt. Leader, Anacortes Parks and Washington Native Plant Society plant walk at Heart Lake, April 24, 2001. A loop was traversed at the south end of Heart Lake by following trails 212, 210, 243 and returning on 212. Plants were identified by Ann Dursch, Marcia Hunt, Rick Machin, Harold Mitchell and Peter O'Mara. 

Features:
This lake is in Heart Lake State Park. Trails are within the Park and adjacent Anacortes Community Forest Lands (ACFL). Easy trails provide access to the lake, wetland and upland habitats. Upland trails pass through areas containing old growth trees. 
Directions:
ACFL maps are available at the Anacortes visitors' center on Commercial Avenue. The trailhead for the loop referenced in Report 1 is west of Heart Lake Road and the parking area on Ray Auld Road (at the base of the Mt. Erie Road).
Notes:
Unless otherwise noted, scientific names are from the latest PLANTS database, Version 3.0 (USDA, 1999).  Common names are those used regionally (see Goward 1994 and 1999, and McCune, 1997 for lichen common names). Each plant's wetland status was determined by consulting USFWS, 1996, Cooke, 1997, and Weinmann, 1999. Introduced plants are identified in Weinmann, 1999 and in the PLANTS database. Weed status is from the 1999-2000 Washington State Noxious Weed List. The following symbols and acronyms are used in this report:
