Features:
A moderately steep 1/4 mile trial (Trail 215) climbs about 250 feet through areas of forest and exposed rocky balds to the summit of Sugarloaf Mountain. Enjoy abundant spring wildflowers and scenic views from the summit.

Directions:
Anacortes Community Forest Lands trail maps are available at the Anacortes visitors' center on Commercial Avenue.  The trailhead is on the Mt. Erie Road, on the left, approximately .75 miles from the intersection with Heart Lake Road. 
Notes:
Unless otherwise noted, scientific names are from the latest PLANTS database, Version 3.0 (USDA, 1999).  Common names are those used regionally (see Goward 1994 and 1999, and McCune, 1997 for lichen common names). Each plant's wetland status was determined by consulting USFWS, 1996, Cooke, 1997, and Weinmann, 1999. Introduced plants are identified in Weinmann, 1999 and in the PLANTS database. Weed status is from the 1999-2000 Washington State Noxious Weed List. The following symbols and acronyms are used in this report:
